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A Study in Moral Purity

Recently I was watching the news.  This I considered to be a safe endeavor as I was fairly certain that it would 
be free from graphic violence, overt sexual situations, innuendo and bad language.  My assumptions were 
correct.  But I did not really take into account the commercials.  In one 30-minute segment, I was exposed to 
ads for Vigara and Cialas – (sexual performance pills), Valtrex (medication for genital herpes most likely 
caused by sexual sin), a new vaginal ring contraceptive and personal lubricants. 
 
After viewing those ads, I really missed Mr. Whipple squeezing the Charmin.  It brought me back to days of 
watching Gilligan’s Island and seeing ads with the Frito Bandito, Twinkie the Kid and choosy mothers who 
choose Jif instead of choosing to end the life of a child they conceived out of wedlock.    

                                    
We live in a sex-crazed culture in bondage to all the trappings that go with it.  Students have told me of 
witnessing sexual acts on school buses and in locker rooms.  It’s easy to say to ourselves and our children 
“Don’t do that” or “Don’t go there,” but if we really do not have a commitment to a pure heart ourselves, we 
cannot be the example that our children need in this culture.  Instead of coming home after school to see if 
Gilligan gets off the island, our teens now come home to so many more media choices, almost all of which 
celebrate and promote lifestyles that continue the erosion of moral purity.  What has happened because of this?  
Consider: 
 
Pornography/Internet 
Current number of pornographic websites: 280 million 
29.7 million Americans visit cyber-sex sites weekly 
Christians who said pornography is a major problem in the home: 47% 
Breakdown of male/female visitors to porn sites: 65% male/35% female 
Annual porn revenue is larger than all the combined revenues of all professional football, baseball and basketball franchises. 
That constitutes a 1,800% increase in the last five years. 
US porn revenue exceeds the combined revenues of ABC, CBS and NBC at $6.2 billion. 
Teen Sex 
61% of all high school seniors have had sexual intercourse, about half are currently sexually active, and 21% have had 4 or 
more partners. (American Academy of Pediatrics) 
40% of 9th-graders say that they have had sexual intercourse. 
50% of high-schoolers admit engaging in intercourse. 
50% of teens have engaged in oral sex. 
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Television 
A typical primetime hour of television gives audiences 1.6 references to intercourse, 1.2 references to prostitution and rape, 4.7 
sexual innuendos, 1.8 kisses and 1.0 suggestive behavior. Additionally, TV characters talk about sex or display sexual behavior 
15 times an hour, or once every four minutes. (Florida St. University study) 
Only 9% of the shows that contain sexual content make any reference to the consequences of sexual acts. (Kaiser Family 
Foundation, 1999) 
 
The Men’s ministry felt called of God a year ago to tackle the issues surrounding moral purity head on.  This is a stronghold of 
Satan that has affected, we believe, every home in some way.  Some effects are subtle, some not so subtle.   

 
On November 8, authors Steve & Kathy Gallagher of Pure Life Ministries 
(www.purelifeministries.org) will be speaking on issues of moral purity.  The 
day will be composed of corporate worship followed by separate teaching 
sessions for men and women.  We are offering steep discounts to high school 
and college students to come.  This is not a men’s issue only.  It affects families 
and Satan attacks families by tempting the men, the women, and the children.   
 
When the men’s leadership team met to discuss doing this, we had frank 
discussions about our own walk.  Every one of us admitted that at some time in 
our past, these issues very negatively impacted us and felt very strongly we 

wanted to provide an opportunity to help others overcome these issues as Christ has helped us overcome them.  Sign up in the 
lobby or call the church office to register.

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As we sit by and watch one hurricane after another 
hit places around the world, we wonder about who 
lives there and how are they coping. While many of 
us don’t have personal connections in these areas, 
our Church family does! Teresa Murphy, daughter 
of Barb & Mark Fletcher, is a missionary supported 
by our church and she currently serves the Lord as a 
Physicians Assistant in Christianville, Haiti. Teresa 
has just been in Christianville since June of this 
year, but has been serving in Haiti for 6 ½ years. 
Teresa works in a missions clinic along with three 
other doctors and several nurses. Together their 
team sees and ministers to about 120 patients each 
day. Here is an excerpt from Teresa’s blog which 
gives you a good idea of how they share the Lord 
with those they meet. 
“One thing that I love about the work in 
Christianville is that we all work together to share 
the Gospel with our patients. Leading people to the 
Lord and plugging them in to the local churches for 
growth is our goal. Each morning one of the staff, 
whether Haitian or American, preaches the Gospel 
to our patients while they wait to be seen.” 
 
Teresa and her team work daily on the physical 
needs and the spiritual needs of their community.  
Teresa does ask your prayer in regard to the 
hurricane recovery. She has been in the states 
preparing for her upcoming wedding on October 4.  
We can also be praying for Teresa as that next big 
event happens in her life! Teresa is marrying an 
American eye doctor that also serves in the same 
clinic. I am sure both of them would appreciate your 
holding them up in prayer, but also for their clinic, 
and the local people that have been devastated by 
the destruction of the recent hurricanes. I would 
encourage you to check out Teresa’s blogs for more 
information about her ministry and upcoming 
wedding.
